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Kursplan/Course Plan HT09: 4.2 Deltagande
Kartlaggning I/ Participatory Mapping I

Syfte/Aims:

Deltagande Kartldggning I &r en forskningsstudio som bygger pa
de kritiska verktyg och metoder som utvecklats i kursen
Feministiska Designredskap. Syftet ar tvafaldigt, forst, att
utveckla och testa redskap for rumslig forskning sdsom metoder
for att insamla platsspecifik kunskap genom frémst narrativa
metoder som, till skillnad fran madnga analytiska redskap,
forutsatter ett interagerande engagemang med platser,
kontexter och aktdrer. FoOr det andra att utforska olika satt
att presentera kartlaggningar av funna processer och genom
detta generera forslag som sporrar forandring.

Participatory Mapping I is a research studio based on the
critical design tools and methods from 4.1. Its aim is
twofold, first, to develop and test tools for spatial research
such as methods for collecting site-specific knowledge through
narrative methods that, as opposed to more analytical methods,
require a participatory engagement with sites, contexts and
actors. Second, to explore different modes of representation
in relation to the mapping out of found processes, that may
generate proposals that inspire a change of existing
conditions.

Innehall/Course Content:

Anvandande av feministiska och aktivistiska metoder och
redskap genererar specifik kunskap om platser som kompletterar
analytiska och generella instrument inom planeringen, med
personliga, subjektiva, och narrativa redogdrelser. Genom att
gd in i en ndrmare dialog med en plats och dess aktérer,
etableras interagerande och kollektiva former for att skaffa
och kartldgga information. Genom detta produceras material som
ar informativt tillika fiktivt, vilket skapar en mbéjlighet att
Ooppna upp for nya platsspecificka temata och diskurser. Urbana
forslag ska utvecklas som tar hédnsyn till den intima skalan av
1:1 sasom stérre konceptuella ramverk.



The application of feminist and activist methods and tools
unearths a specific knowledge of sites, which complements
analytical and generalized instruments for the purpose of
planning with personal, subjective, and narrative accounts.
Through engaging in a closer dialogue with a site and its
agents participatory and collective forms of acquiring and
mapping information establish. This produces material, which
is informative as well as it is fictional, which has the power
of opening up for new site-specific themes and discourses.
Urban proposals will be developed, which consider the intimate
scale of 1:1 as well as larger conceptual frameworks.

Larande mal/Learning Outcomes:
Efter avslutad kurs ska deltagarna kunna:

-utforska, identifiera och kartld&gga en situation med hansyn
till sociala och maktrelationer.

-utveckla narrativa, interagerande, dialogiska, och subversiva
strategier for insamla rumslig vetskap och for att lata
framtrada mojliga framtider.

-gestalta presentationsformer som kan framstdlla situationer,
och formedla mdl och ambitioner av sina projekt.

-resonera, presentera och gestalta koncept och arkitektur ur
ett maktkritiskt perspektiv som ifrdgasdtter och omdefinierar
normerande forestallningar, situationer och praktiker i den
byggda miljdn.

Upon completion of this course, participants should be able
to:

-Explore, recognize, and map a site by taking into account
social and power relations.

-Develop narrative, participatory, dialogical, and subversive
strategies for collecting site knowledge and for projecting
possible futures.

-Develop modes of representation that adequately portrait
situations, and mediate aims and aspirations of their work.

-Discuss, and present concepts and architectures from within a
critical approach to power relations that questions and
redefines normalizing notions, situations and practices in the
built environment.

Parallellt loper
dessutom litteraturseminarier om metodologi och teori.

The course includes several seminars with design assignments,
presentations and group discussions. There is also individual
tutoring and a final review for the presentation and
discussion of individual work. Parallel to the course, there
is also a series of text seminars with literature on
methodology and theory.
